circuit breaker or by removing the fuse at the fuse box. Just turning the

light off at the light switch is not sufficient to prevent electrical shock.

UNPACK FIXTURE




PREPARE FIXTURE AND MOUNTING PLATE
Remove the mounting plate from the backplate by
unscrewing the three phillips head screws from the side

of the backplate

INSTALL THE MOUNTING PLATE

NOTE: This fixture can be mounted with the glass up or
down. So make sure to align the holes in the backplate
according to the way you want the glass mounted.

If there is an existing fixture, remove it. Expose the supply
wires from the J-Box. Insert the supply wires through the
mounting plate. Secure the mounting plate to the J-Box

using the phillips head screws provided. Tighten to secure.

MAKE WIRE CONNECTIONS

Connect the BLACK fixture wire to the BLACK supply wire.
Then connect the WHITE fixture wire to the WHITE supply
wire. Finally connect the fixture ground wire to the J-Box
ground wire or wrap around one of the protruding screws
on the mounting plate. Secure all connections with the
supplied wire nuts followed by electrical tape (not

supplied).




DIMMER NOTE

CONNECT FIXTURE TO THE MOUNTING PLATE
**Remember glass can be mounted up or down.

Position the backplate over the mounting plate. Align the
three holes on the mounting plate with the three holes in the
backplate. Secure with the decorative phillips head screws

that were removed in Step 2. Hand tighten until secure.

INSTALL SHADES AND BULBS

Remove the socket ring from the socket. Hold the glass
shade up to the socket and secure with the socket ring.
Install the bulbs. MAXIMUM WATTAGE 60W.

DO NOT EXCEED THE WATTAGE AS STATED ON THE

WARNING LABEL.

RESTORE THE ELECTRICITY AND CHECK
THE OPERATION OF YOUR NEW FIXTURE
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Please ensure that the fitting is cool and
C AU TI O N switched off before replacing the bulb.
DO NOT use bulbs that might exceed the

maximum wattage, stated on caution label.
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For the best lighting experience, we recommend
using a dimmer. Not only does this allow you to create
a great ambiance, it allows for energy savings and

extends the life of the bulbs.
