STEP BY STEP INSTRUCTIONS

Before starting your installation disconnect the power by turning off the

circuit breaker or by removing the fuse at the fuse box. Just turning the

light off at the light switch is not sufficient to prevent electrical shock.

GENERAL INFORMATION

All electrical connections must be in accordance with all ordinances,

local and national electrical codes. These fixtures are intended for

mounting to a standard 4" x 2-1/2" metal octagon box. The box must

be directly supported by the building structure and U.L. Recognized.

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INSTALL MOUNTING PLATE

If there is an existing fixture, remove it. Expose the supply 

wires from the J-box. Insert supply wires through the 

mounting plate. Secure mounting plate using two Phillips 

head screws provided. Hand tighten to secure.
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2 PREPARE FIXTURE AND MOUNTING PLATE

Remove the mounting plate from the canopy by unscrewing 

the side screws from the canopy.

DETERMINE HEIGHT

Measure fixture to desired height. Please note this must

be done in 6” increments. Once determined, connect the

rods one by one to the top of the pendant. Once rods are

connected, thread included sloped ceiling adapter and

canopy onto the top of the rods. Cut power supply leaving

at least 12-18” above, for minor adjustments.
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INSTALL THE BULB

Insert the bulb.

MAXIMUM WATTAGE 40W.

DO NOT EXCEED THE WATTAGE AS STATED ON

THE WARNING LABEL.
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MAKE WIRE CONNECTIONS

Connect BLACK fixture wire to the BLACK supply wire and

WHITE fixture wire to the WHITE supply wire. Connect the

fixture GROUND wire to the J-Box GROUND wire. Secure

all connections with the supplied wire nuts, secure all wire

connections with electrical tape (not supplied). Tuck all

wires carefully into the J-Box. 
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INSTALL FIXTURE TO THE MOUNTING PLATE

Position canopy over the mounting plate. Align the holes

with the side of canopy and secure with the supplied

screws.6
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10 Please ensure that the fitting is cool and
switched off before replacing the bulb.
DO NOT use bulbs that might exceed the
maximum wattage, stated on caution label.

SECURE METAL SHADE

Gently place metal shade over glass. Thread

decorative nut on clockwise. Hand tighten to secure.9

DIMMER NOTE

For the best lighting experience, we recommend 

using a dimmer.  Not only does this allow you to 

create a great ambiance, it allows for energy 

savings and extends the life of the LEDs.

INSTALL GLASS

NOTE: Be careful to not scratch the rod when 

sliding the metal shade up and down. 

Unscrew decorative nut, above the metal shade, 

counter-clockwise. Slide metal shade along with the 

decorative nut up the rod. Insert glass onto one side 

of glass holder (metal bracket above socket). Next, 

shift angle of glass shade to insert the opposite side 

of glass into the holder.
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
